BY-LAWS

OF THE
ASSOCIATION OF CLASS SECRETARIES
OF THE ;
MASSACHUSETTS INSTITUTE OF TECHNOLOGY.
Adopted Februray 1, 1897.
ARTICLE 1.
NAME.
This organization shall be known as the Association of Class
Secretaries of the Massachusetts Institute of Technology.
ARTICLE II.
OBJECT.

The object of this organization shall be to promote class spirit
and the welfare of the Institute and to systematize all matter per-
taining to class organization and record.

ARTICLE IIl.
HEADQUARTERS.
The headquarters of the Association shall be the Technology
Club.
ARTICLE IV.
MEMBERSHIP.

The membership shall consist of the Secretaries of all gradu-
ate classes, the President and Secretary of the Alumni Associ-
ation, the President of the Technology Club, the Secretary of
the Institute, the President of the Senior Class in the Institute,
and a representative of the Institute Committee to be selected by




said committee. In case a class is without a properly consti-
tuted Secretary a representative of that class shall be called upon
by the secretary of this Association to act as representative for
said class until such class secretary be appointed. Any class
secretary unable to be present at any meeting, shall appoint a
member of his class organization as his representative, and to
said representative shall be accorded all the powers which would
be exercised by the class secretary if he were present.

ARTICLE V.
OFFICERS.

The officers shall be a Secretary and an Assistant Secretary.
The Secretary shall also perform the duties of a Treasurer.
They shall be chosen by ballot at the annual meeting in each
alternate year and shall hold office until their successors have
been elected and have accepted office. In casc of death or resig-
nation of the Secretary, the Assistant Secretary shall immediate-
ly become Secretary, shall hold the office for the unexpired term
and shall at once call a meeting for the election of a new Assist-
ant Sccrctzn'y. The Secretary, or in his absence the Assistant
Secretary shall call all meetings to order and shall preside until
a chairman is chosen.

ARTICLE VI.
MEETINGS.

An annual meeting shall be held in October of each vear.
Other meetings may be called by the Secretary, and must be
called upon the written request of three members.

ARTICLE VII.
AMENDMENTS.

These by-laws may be amended at any meeting by a two-
thirds vote of the members present except that no amendment
may be adopted which has failed to secure at least seven affirm-
ative votes.

GENERAL STUDIES
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EDWARD DEXTER BROWN,

On Saturday morning, July
16, 1898, Corp. Edward Dexter
Brown, of Troop C, U. S. Cav-
alry Volunteers, died of typhoid
fever in the military hospital at
Fort Myer.

Those of Brown’s classmates
who were much thrown with
him — the ‘9o men taking the
courses of electrical engineering
and physics — loved him well.
Looking back at the old three-
year campaign that followed the
Freshman terms, some of us
that were nearest him in spirit
recall the ¢ Frau Braun” of
those days with a singular clear-
ness. It seems, now, that it
may have been the man’s win-
someness and spontaneity of
nature that attracted us to him
as the fellows were brought
together by community of studies
in the sophomore year; that,
and his self-evident fairness of
mind and total lack of any ca-
pacity for malice or petty jeal-
ousy in all phases of student life.
What is certain is that that
which held his friends to him
the stronger the more they knew
of him was his essential truthful-

ness of character. In that par-
ticular, at least, his nature was
formed once for all by the time
he came among us. And so,
as he toiled along with the rest
through ¢ semies ” and ¢finals,”
he was always the quiet, potent
force on the side of honor and
justice in the little student world
which is a miniature of the
larger world outside. And all by
unconscious example; there
never was made a more un-
assuming man than E. D.
Brown. That was his most
gentle trait,— that he was a
natural gentleman, with the
stillest, deepest kind of courage
of his convictions.

It did not surprise 9o men
much, it pleased them all un-
affectedly, as they learned of his
rapid advancement in business.
The little group of his class-
mates who had tested dynamos
with him in the basement of
Walker, and pursued the eva-
nescent value of H with him
in the <¢“advanced laboratory,”
were personally and distinctly
gratified as they learned from
time to time how he was being
promoted in New York City.




It seemed quite natural that he
should acquire by great strides
the confidence of his official
superiors. In three and a half
years from the time of entering
the American Telephone & Tel-
egraph Co., and four years after
graduating, he was made general
inspector. We learned about
two years ago that he had gone
into the militia—a Brooklyn
cavalry troop. Then the war
with Spain opened, and we heard
that Brown had gone with his
troop to Long Island, and thence
to Virginia. Soon came the
news that he was ill at Fort
Myer. It was said that he had
typhoid fever, but ¢ was getting
on all right.” So that the news
of his death, following only a
few days after the announcement
of his illness, was a peculiarly
sudden grief,

It is no use to dwell on the
sad details of the loss of such
a strikingly useful and amiable
life. It is a grim irony that
death loves a shining mark.
For those immediately con-
cerned seemingly there is little
to relieve extinction of such

a potent force in the world.

But it may be that the grandeur
of his end in the service of hu-
manity may balance a long and
well spent life; in its effect on
the higher aspirations of those
whose privilege it was to know
him. Such a glorious soldier’s
death gives a tremendous im-
petus, in a widening circle, to
that which Edward Dexter Brown
stood for to the end of his short
career, — character.

This was the thought of those
who had loved him, as they at-
tended the last earthly offices at
his family home at Reading,
Mass. After the service in the
crowded church, after the proces-
sion to the grave under a threat-
ening sky, through the streets
of a town stilled for his
obsequies, after the honor of
the triple volley and the peace
of the soldiers’ plaintive requiem
— ¢« lights out,” — behind and
above all the last circumstances
of poignant gloom rose the
thought that is written on the
hearts of all those left behind
in a sordid world, who knew
and loved this young manhood :
Sweet and beautiful itis to die for
one’s country.—]. B. BAKER.

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! GENERAL ORDERS NO. 2

— On the Technology Alumni trip to Nantasket, Wednesday, June 9, 1909, Class Marshals will
report at once to the Chief Marshal’s Headquarters, Saloon, Upper Deck, Aft, on the steamer
leaving the dock at Boston. Headquarters on the second steamer will be in charge of the Assistant
Chief of Staff.

S Marshals will then receive final instructions and badges. Before leaving the boat they will
S obtain cards with class numerals to be given to all men of their class who will wear one in the front
. and one in the back of their hats for identification. Marshals should be at the gangway and leave
the boat promptly on landing at Nantasket and hasten at once to the beach where one long single

line will be formed facing the water.

| The class of *68 will have the right of line and form in front of the hotel band stand. Class
banners will be placed along the line and mark the location of the right of line of each class. Marshals
are requested to rush the formation of their classes as rapidly as possible.

Fours will be counted from the right and four fours shall constitute a company. As soon as
the entire line is counted off, every company of sixteen:shall right wheel, facing up the beach and
halt. Assoon as all the companies have wheeled and formation is complete, a bomb will be fired and
order for the march given.

The class marshal shall command the first company and for every additional sixteen men of his
class he shall appoint a captain.

It shall be the duty of each class marshal to ascertain from the registration bureau the day before =
i how many men of his class are expected to be present and he shall appoint enough captains in advance-

If the number of companies in his class falls short, the extra captains shall drop back to the ranks. |
As in the earlier classes there will probably be less than sixteen men, the senior marshal shall com-

mand the first company. The second company will be commanded by the marshal of the class that ‘
is nearest to the right of it and so on down the line. The other marshals will then take places in
the ranks. So far as possible the marshal and his captains shall instruct the men while on the boat
to hasten to the beach and to form as rapidly as possible. Division commanders and staff officers
will be on the beach to facilitate the formation. On signal of the starting gun, the march will be
taken up in company front to the Atlantic House.

Marshals and captains are requested to see that distances are properly kept and under no cir-
cumstances to come to a halt but mark time if necessary. As the ladies and guests are assembled on
the hill, it is desirous of making a good appearance and attention to details is requested. On reaching
the foot of the hill the procession will break into column of fours and continue its march up and
around the Atlantic House and officers are requested to keep all in line to the end. When ranks are 1

broken, each marshal shall see that his class banner is placed next to the piazza in front of the Atlantic \L
House. ‘

In case of rain the parade will of necessity be omitted and marshals will instruct their men to
hasten at once to the Atlantic House where ample provision will be made for shelter.

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Binghamton’s First Horseless Carriage

Years ago when automobiles were known as horseless car-
riages, the late Joseph P. Noyes bought the first of these “ con-
traptions” ever seen on the streets of Binghamton. The picture
above, taken in 1899, shows Mr. Noyes at the wheel, and his son,
Joseph K. Noyes. The car was an Oakman horseless carriage,
2-cylinder gasoline engine, built in Greenfield, Mass., in 1898,

The machine was driven by a 2-cylinder gasoline motor, but,
unlike the later 2-cylinder engines, both the cylinders of this one
were on the same side, and, instead of working like those in the
“ opposed types,” both cylinders worked simultaneously on the
explosion stroke.

The result was a jerk motion and a variety of trouble. To
add to the complications, the carburetion was uncertain, so that
the motor frequently “died” for the lack of gas. There were no
gears; the drive was of primitive friction type, and the only way
to get up a hill without stalling the motor was to slip the clutch.
The result was that the machine was often unable to surmount
the slightest grade, and there was a strong chance he might go
the other way.

The, photograph has been in the possession of Mrs H. E.
Webster of Rochester for twenty years, and was only recently
sent to J. K. Noyes, who treasures it deeply. The car itself
passed into the keeping of Harry F. Kent of Binghamton, and
has since been junked. '
