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1. D.C. Building Redesign 

In connection with layouts for the Redesigned D.C. 
Building, it was desired to decrease the angle between the 
track monitor consoles to allow for easier movement of per­
sonnel around the consoles. It was agreed that this was sat­
isfactory as long as the angle was not decreased to less than 
thirty degrees. 

2. Schedule Readjustment 

A brief rundown was given of the ADES Status 
Meeting of the previous week, at which time the delays in 
ESS program schedule were announced. No announcement has 
yet been made as to the effect on McGuire and later production 
subsectors. This will probably be presented at the next 
Status Meeting. 

3. XD-1 Reliability 

O'Brien announced that XD-1 was out of operation 
due to a modification made over the weekend. Personnel are 
presently busy trying to correct the difficulty or restore 
the machine to its original state. 

4. Raaar Orientation 

Group 61 indicated that they have some reservations 
concerning the use of sun radiation for the purpose of radar 
orientation. There was some feeling that the presently 
planned beacon system is more satisfactory since orientation 
by use of the sun's radiation could only be done at certain 
periods of the day. 
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
