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In sccordance with our discussion, we have devoted the
rose window to the Trinity with the Hand of God the Father
from the cloud, the Dove of the Holy Spirit, and Gur lord in
majesty, bearing the globe surmounied by the 87288, symbol
of His power and domination over the world.

In the blue field are the traditionel symbols of the four
fvangelists,- the winged Man of Saint Matthew, the winged Lion
of Saint Mark, the Ox of Saint Luke, and the Eagle for Saint
John. Algo enriching the field sre twelve Stars symbolizing
the Apostles, and suggesting heavénly steadfastness.

ks plenned, we have studted the nave windows with the
idea of devoting them to the Prayer Book Trinity Sunday cycle,
with emphasis on the Parables, and combining Biblical and
releted modern subjects in each window.

Our enthusiesm for the plan hel led us %o prepare rough
studies in two quite different epproaches. Schemes A suggests

as the central subject. Here.the compassionate traveler comes
to the sid of the unfortunate men, while above , his donkey
stands resdy to carry him to the imn.
