All
the stores, all the facades in the general area, although they were not all similar, gave a similar
impression.....stability...a certain quiet character.....gave you the feeling of being permanent......
the in their similarity the fact that there was no real contrast in the line of stores, except perhaps
in the changing of color combinations in the windows, or the way the glass was cut in the show
windows...seemed to be the only distinction... One seemed to flow into the other, even though it
may differs a little bit... they all seemed to be appealing to the same sort of thing. The quite
conservatism.

There were one or two exceptions, but even they were not violently so. One or two stores
had a more liberal type of advertising technique in the store front, as differen ing form the rest of
them.
